Taizé is a tiny village hidden away in the hills of Burgundy, in the eastern part of France 
not far from the town of Cluny.  Since 1940 it has been the home of an ecumenical 
community of brothers whose prayer, three times each day, is at the center of their life.  
Today, Taizé is a place to which visitors of all ages and backgrounds come on 
pilgrimage, to participate in international meetings of prayer and reflection. 

Taizé’s vocation is to strive for communion among all.  From its beginnings, the 
community has worked for reconciliation among Christians split apart into different 
denominations.  But the brothers do not view reconciliation among Christians as the end 
in itself:  it concerns all of humanity, since it makes the Church a place of communion for 
all.

Purchasing property in New 
Orleans for $10—What a bargain!!! 
 The twenty-two volunteers from North 
Church who will be in New Orleans from 
March 29 through April 4 will be assisting 
the St. Charles Ave. Presbyterian Church 
(working with Habitat) to construct new 
housing in New Orleans.  While these 
individuals will be paying for their own 
airfare, lodging, and food, funds are needed 
to defray the costs of transporting volunteers 
from and to the airport, from the lodging to 
the work sites, and numerous trips to our 
host church.  To make these trips, a 12-
passenger van, a minivan, and a car will be 
rented at an estimated $1900 (including fuel 
and insurance).   
 For the past two years, North Church 
has given generously to help cover these 
transport costs, and you are asked to 
consider helping again this year.  Examine 
the Monopoly-like poster that will be 
available in Westminster Hall following the 
service today and consider buying, for 
example, a house in the Garden District of
